PARKING: 

 

 Please don’t drive or park on top 

of our septic field or tank.  It is 

located

BOAT: 

 

 Maintain your boat’s engine 

 

 Use bilge cloths 

 

 Watch your wake within 46 

meters (150 feet) of shore 

 

 Give wildlife space – don’t chase 

them 

 

 Refuel carefully! 

 

 Use non toxic cleaners and no 

phosphate detergents 

 

IN THE BATHROOM: 

 

 Please don’t flush items that can 

clog septic systems – hair, 

cigarette butts, filters, sanitary 

napkins, tampons, newspaper, 

disposable diapers, condoms, 

facial tissue, dental floss, paper 

towels, metal or metal cans, 

coffee grounds, tea leaves, fats or 

grease 

 

 Please don’t pour chemicals 

down the drain – including 

bleach, drain cleaner, paint 

thinner, antifreeze, gas or oil 

 

WATER: 

 Conserve water! 

 

 Please avoid washing clothes or 

hair in the lake 

 

 Stagger laundry loads throughout 

the week 

 

 Use phosphate free detergents 

(consider leaving a container of 

phosphate free detergent for 

guests) 
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NOISE: 

 

 Remember that noise travels 

across water; please be sensitive 

to others using the lake, 

especially our neighbors 

 

PETS: 

 

 Please keep your pets away from 

the shoreline and from wildlife 

 

 Clean up after your pet 

 

WILDLIFE: 

 

  Remember the 3 L’s – Look, 

Learn, and Leave them alone! 

 

  Please leave wildlife in its natural 

habitat 

 

CAMPFIRES: 

 

 Be very careful with fire -  use 

common sense 

 

 Keep a full pail of water nearby; 

extinguish when finished 

 

 Use only designated wood 

supplies and do not burn woody 

debris from the forest floor 

 

 Be aware of fire restrictions 

 

WASTE MANAGEMENT: 

 

Wild animals are attracted to strong 

odors and smells, such as garbage – 

handle your waste with common 

sense
